	A summary of our learning for this half term:
	During this half term we will be learning about our new school and friends. We will be finding out about ourselves and what makes us marvellous. We will be learning about the routines of the school day, how to wash our hands, blow our nose and stay stafe & how to share our resources with our new friends. We will be talking about our feelings and sharing some ideas of the things we can do if we are worried. We will be dancing, singing (quietly), creating, making, constructing, splashing, looking, questioning, investigating in our indoor and outdoor learning areas. We will be using language to create role and imagine characters in our play and learning new vocabulary linked to our themes of ‘All about me’ and “The 3 Little Pigs’. 




	Through our RE  lessons this term the pupils will study the following:
	Know that God loves and cares for each one of us and reflect on this. Hear about and respond to the things God created for us. Know that God has asked us to care for the world and think of ways in which we can help to do this. Know that God made each one of us different and special and reflect on this.

	These are the main learning objectives that will be taught during this term:
	This half term the children will learn how to write their name using the correct letter formation. We will be learning phonic sounds and how to segment and blend to read and write. We will be sharing lots of stories, talking about the characters, plot and setting and will be learning & performing the story of The 3 Little Pigs. We will be writing messages to one another and looking out for messages in our environment.
	This half term we will be looking very closely at the numbers 1-5. We will be counting accurately and answering questions about how numbers are made up. We will be learning to instantly recognise numbers in patterns, on our hands and in the environment without counting. We will be linking numbers to shapes e.g. 3 and the 2D shape triangle. We will be learning counting songs, how to sort objects and shapes into groups accounting to different criteria and we will be comparing groups. We will be using language relating to size, position and time.
