This curriculum information will help you to help and support your child’s learning this term. The Curriculum Map shows the main areas of learning that your child will undertake during this term.
	A summary of our learning for this half term:
	During this half term we will be learning all about what lies underneath their feet.  The children will learn how earthquakes and volcanoes are formed and they affect us.  During Science the children will learn about different types of rocks and soils as well as investigating different fossils. The children will learn about the artist Hokusi and create a painting inspired by their work. During computing the children will begin to learn how to write code using Scratch and create their own programmes.  The children will be outside for this half term completing their athletics unit for PE.  They will develop their running and throwing techniques. During their French sessions the children will be learning how to talk all about themselves – saying their name, their age, greeting friends and saying how they are feeling.



	Through our RE  lessons this term the pupils will study the following:
	The Christian Family
This topic is designed to develop the children’s knowledge and understanding of the Sacrament of Baptism. Through the topic children explore what it means to belong to a family and to the Christian Family.

	Maths

	These are the main learning objectives that will be taught during this term:
	Charlie and the Chocolate Factory
Our first book of the year is based around Charlie and the Chocolate Factory.  We will concentrate on the characters and settings of the story. The children will write their own settings and invent their own characters.  Finally, the children will be writing their own ‘Lost Chapter’ with their own Inventing Room and troublesome child.

Plastic Pollution – Report Writing
During this unit the children will write their own report based on how the world is being impacted by plastic pollution.  We will learn about what damage is being done and what we can do to help protect our beautiful planet.

	Place value within 1000
This half term the children will learn the place value of each digit in a three-digit number. They will identify, represent and estimate numbers using different representations and compare and order numbers up to 1000.  They will count from 0 in multiples of 4, 8, 50 and 100; find 10 or 100 more or less than a given number and read and write numbers up to 1000 in numerals and in words.  Throughout this term the children will solve number problems and practical problems involving these ideas
Addition and subtraction
This half term the children will add and subtract a three-digit number and hundreds, a three-digit number and ones, a three-digit number and tens add and subtract numbers with up to three digits, using formal written methods of columnar addition and subtraction.
They will solve problems, including missing number problems, using number facts, place value, and more complex addition and subtraction
The children will begin to use Times Tables Rock Stars and will be introduced to the 3 and 4 times tables as well as consolidating their learning around the 2,5 and 10 times tables.
