Half Term During this half term, Year 6 will be delving deeper into our topic on Black History. We will
Learning be finding out about some key figures such as Nelson Mandela and Martin Luther King
who were instrumental in the search for equality.

In Geography, we will develop map skills and our understanding of geographical
vocabulary such as city, country, continent and also describe the location of places using
language and grid references. We will also consider how the slave trade and displacement
has impacted on modern society.

In Art we will be analysing and recreating a painting in the style of the African artist,
Ndebele.

In Design and Technology, we will embark on an enterprise project to develop skills of
costing, budgeting and finance.

In Music we will continue to use Charanga to help us learn a song to add musical
accompaniment.

For PE we will be improving our Athletics skills of running, throwing and jumping.

In science, we will be learning about evolution and inheritance, and considering which
characteristics are genetic and which are environmental.
