A summary of
our learning
for this half

term:

This term we will be getting to know one another, our new classroom and school. We will
explore the classrooms, outdoor areas and visit our beautiful school woodland area ‘shady
hallow’. We will investigate our differences and similarities, and discover we don’t always
like the same things. We will learn that God made us all special and unique and we will know
the names of all the body parts and senses He made for us. We will talk about and practice
some of the things that keep our bodies healthy- exercise (we will take part in PE lessons in
the hall or outside) cleaning our teeth, washing our hands, eating fruit and vegetables and
getting a good night’s sleep. We will explore our emotions and learn to identify them and
talk about events that make us feel a certain way. We will talk about the importance of our
families, belonging, love and special people.
