We will
focus on recognising and spelling high
frequency words and common
exception words. We will begin to use
capital letters for the word | and at the
beginning of a sentence and end a
sentence with a full stop. We will
continue to use our phonic knowledge
to help spell and read new words. In
our writing we will write in simple

to 20 and beyond and recognise and read two

digit numbers and know the value of each

digit.

We will relate addition to counting on and
subtraction to counting back. We will use
subtraction as takeaway and use the related
vocabulary. We will compare and order
numbers and use the equals sign. We will
describe simple patterns using shape and
visualise and name common 2d and 3d shapes.
