A summary of
our learning for
this half term:

During this half term Class 10 will start to compare the city of Chester with our town of
Crewe. We will learn about the impact the Romans had on our country and how we can still
see this now. The children will study local maps and create maps of our local area. We will
spend time learning about Crewe and its heritage and how our town has changes over time.
During Science the children will learn about light and how we can make things easier to see
at night. We will investigate shadows and how we can change the shape of them. During PE
the children will be continuing their gymnastics and then moving outside to complete their
athletics sessions. During French the children, be learning a French story called Les Quatre
Amis and starting to write simple sentences. The children will continue their guitar tuition
each week and continue to perform simple songs from memory. During the children’s RHE
sessions they will explore their relationship with the wider world and how they can serve
their community.
